As to the non-conformance of signing
infout, will eventually cause Port Control to clamp restrictions like they
have in Durban for vessels leaving and entering. The ball is in your court
as a skipper to comply, as there are presently a small number of people
jeopardising this freedom for the majority who do comply.
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From the Commodore Cont:

The FINCOM continually look to spend money carefully and wisely. Until July money will only be spent on
absolutely necessary items, and any new CAPEX items will be budgeted for after July. Budgeting is taking
place during February for the next period. It has been accepted by Gencom that all sponsorships raised for the
club will contribute 10% of the total to the club to continue to keep racing at a high level, without draining the
clubs resources unnecessarily.

The CROCS regatta was once again a fun event, with good participation with its varied format proving popular.
I am not sure if Crocs will participate again after their third consecutive sponsorship, but | would like that thank
them very sincerely for their enthusiastic participation and support, let's hope the economy allows CROCS to
return again.

The RCYC Ratings Date and the Sign In/Out System

As most of you know, the Royal Cape Ratings division have put a large amount of hard work into creating a
very effective E management system which comprises of the Royal cape Ratings Database and the Electronic
Sign in/out system.

RATINGS DATABASE
The ratings database is a database of boats where the boat owner is linked to their boat by applying for a
RCYC E- management user name and password. Once the boat owner has logged on to the database he/she
is able to input his/her boats correct particulars into the data base. The boat owner accepts all responsibility for
the information reflected in the database and is required to report all subsequent changes and any errors found.
In order to activate your boats information in the database you need to do the following.
e Boat owner’s needs to request a RCYC E-management user name and password from the sailing
office. Michela@rcyc.co.za
e The sailing office will then link the boat to the owner
e The boat owner needs to update the boats information as and when the information changes and
accepts responsibility for the dimensions saved on the database.

ELECTRONIC SIGN IN/OUT SYSTEM
The ratings system is linked with the new electronic Sign in/out system in the foyer at the Royal Cape yacht

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Club. If you wish to start utilizing this new system please email your full name, surname boat name and sail no
to michela@rcyc.co.za for a RCYC E-management username and password. We also require a copy of your
skipper’s certificate if you plan to sign your boat in/out in the future. If you have already forwarded your skippers
certificate to the sailing office, we do not require you to do so again, however if you have not done so in the
past we feel this is quite pertinent. The office is only accepting valid South African Sailing certificates or the
equivalent thereof.

America’s Cup Live Screenings

America's Cup to be shown live on Internet http://33rd.americascup.com/en/

MADRID — The 33rd edition of the America's Cup, which is set to take place in Spain next month, will be
shown live and for free over the Internet for the first time, organisers announced Monday.

The event is to be a three-leg multihull duel between the catamaran of Swiss defender Alinghi and US
challenger Oracle's massive trimaran in the Spanish Mediterranean port of Valencia from February 8-12.

But legal procedures in New York mean the event remains in doubt just two weeks before the start.

The local organisers, "Consortio Valencia 2007", said in a statement that "for the first time the races will be
broadcast live and for free on the site www.americascup.com” in order to allow as many people as soon
possible to watch them.

The two teams have been training for the past week off Valencia, but have been stuck in port since Sunday due
to bad weather.

Concerns had already been raised about holding the event in mid-winter in the Mediterranean, when it risks
being disrupted or delayed by rough weather.

The last America's Cup, won by Alinghi in Valencia in July 2007, took place over two months and included an
elimination round.

The next edition will be "more compact and also more exciting”, said Michel Hodara, an official of the
organising team.

But access for spectators will be more difficult as the boats will be racing over "an area that is up to six times
larger that that used in the 32nd edition", the Consortio said.

Alinghi and Oracle have been arguing over the rules of the America's Cup for two-and-a-half years.

The New York court ruled in April that the Cup should be settled by a one-on-one multihull duel between the
two sides in February instead of the traditional fully-fledged regatta involving several teams.

But Oracle earlier this month asked the Supreme Court of the State of New York to rule on whether Alinghi had
infringed nationality rules by allegedly using US-made sails for its catamaran, and a decision in that case is still
pending.

Cork hits rock in Java Sea

Cork, one of ten 68-foot ocean racing yachts competing in the Clipper 09-10 Round the World Yacht
Race has struck a rock in the Java Sea, around 200 nautical miles north east of Jakarta.
All 16 crew have been safely evacuated to two sister yachts, Team Finland and California. All are safe
and next of kin have been informed.

Falmouth Coastguard is working with local agencies to ensure that the situation is being constantly monitored.
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The Irish entry was sailing in 20-knot winds when she struck a rock off the small island of Gosong Mampango
at 2018 GMT, 13 January (0418 local time, 14 January).

The yacht was competing in the fifth race of the biennial global challenge which left Geraldton, Western
Australia for Singapore on 3 January 2010.
Initial reports from skipper Richie Fearon stated that the boat is lying on her side on the rock with the toe rail
under water and that some hull damage has occurred. Because the winds were increasing, the crew evacuated
to the island as a precaution. Competitors Team Finland and California were in the vicinity and immediately
stood by off shore. The skipper and crew of Cork have subsequently used their life rafts to transfer to the
waiting boats and all are now safely on board. Team Finland’s skipper Rob Mclnally is relaying updates with
both the race organisers and the coastguard agencies.
The yachts on station are best placed to assess the situation and consider what salvage options are practical.
Sir Robin Knox-Johnston, Chairman of race organisers Clipper Ventures said, “Clearly our priority has been the
safety of the crew and we have received confirmation that all on-board have evacuated the boat and are now
safe. Their welfare is our prime concern at this time.”

At this stage, it is too early to consider what impact the incident will have on the Irish entry and whether the
team will be able to continue in the 10-month-long 35,000 mile race around the world.
More information will be released as the situation develops.
The crew is made up of five Britons, eight Irish, two Australians andJ olne Chinese national.

The skippers of California and Team Finland both report that crew morale is good following their recovery of
the Cork crew from the small island of Gosong Mampango.

Having hit a submerged reef during the hours of darkness, Cork was stuck fast and unable to move. As a
precautionary measure, the crew were evacuated using life rafts to get ashore. They then used the rafts to
head towards the two Clipper yachts lying off shore and all on board are accounted for and safe. Hot drinks and
a meal were provided and the crew are now resting after the incident.

Round the world Cork crew member, Sean Coote, commented, "I'm feeling a bit other worldly at the moment on
board California as a guest rather then a crew member. The rescue and subsequent hospitality are much
appreciated and we are now heading for Batam.

"After our evacuation and on reaching the island it was unreal to look back and see Cork on her side with
waves breaking over the port beam. Our life raft was picked up approximately half an hour after leaving the
island by the California crew who were immediately on hand with biscuits and hot tea. The teams know each
other well and there were lots of hugs, kisses, expressions of sympathy and welcome donations of dry clothing.
"Having had a brief sleep and something to eat, thoughts are now turning to contacting family and re-assuring
them that we are OK. We are grateful to have escaped with no major injuries and proud to have rallied together
as team and survived a harrowing ordeal and test of our resilience."

California is now making her way on towards Singapore with eight of the Cork team on board. The remaining
eight crew members, including skipper Richie Fearon, are on Team Finland which continues to monitor the
situation.

Qingdao has now joined Team Finland and when the wind dropped earlier today, skipper Chris Stanmore-Major
and team member Chris Connell (who is an active crew member with the RNLI) went ashore on Gosong
Mampango in order to conduct a further assessment of the damage to Cork. This included taking digital
photographs and video footage which can be sent back from the boats communication system, so that experts
from around the world can better assess the situation and formulate a plan of action.

Edinburgh Inspiring Capital is also now abeam of the island. Colin Campbell, one of the team members on
board, is a naval architect and he will provide further expert advise on the situation and the best options for
recovery.
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The Cork crew's passports are already safely on board Team Finland and other valuables were collected when
the boat was assessed earlier today.

In the event that Cork is unable to start Races 6 and 7, crew places will be available across the nine other
yachts for the leg to Qingdao in late February and on to San Francisco in early April. Long before then, a clear
understanding of the longer term implications will have become apparent and Clipper will keep all interested
parties fully updated.

The priority for now is to continue to ensure that the skipper and crew of Cork are safe and being looked after.
The Clipper Race team are due to land in Singapore later on today and will begin looking at the various
logistics for when the boats arrive. This includes the usual immigration procedures in addition to ensuring that
the crew of Cork has accommodation, clothes and other essential items when they step ashore.

The other seven yachts continue to race towards Singapore and the first boats are expected to finish within the
next 48 hours. Cape Breton Island has gone into Stealth Mode which means they are hidden from view for the
next 24-hours. Of the boats whose position are known Spirit of Australia continues to lead the race
with Jamaica Lightning Bolt and Uniquely Singapore close behind. With boats diverting to deal with the
emergency, there will clearly be requests for redress once the fleet has arrived in Singapore.

Unsurprisingly, everyone's thoughts are with their fellow competitors from Cork. Jan Ridd, skipper of Cape
Breton Island, sent back the following to race HQ this morning.

"We are all so glad to hear that everyone on board Cork is safe and that no one was hurt. We cannot imagine
how terrifying it must have been as the weather was awful last night and at one point, we experienced wind
speeds of 56 knots.

"We are now in a very close tacking match with Spirit of Australia and Jamaica Lightning Bolt, but to be honest
since receiving the news about the seriousness of Cork's situation to both myself and the crew, the racing does
not seem important right now."

Crocs Summer Regatta 2009

A particularly violent south easterly

kicked in over the Cape peninsula on R’ tm
Saturday morning 12" of December. It 2
started gently at around 20 knots, but

three hours later had doubled in

strength to 40 knots. Twenty four hours

later gusts were being recorded at several stations between 60 and 80 knots. In the CBD buildings were being
evacuated, roofs were being torn off. At Hout Bay Yacht Club one of the jetties sank, taking three yachts down
to the bottom of the harbour with it. All over the city reports of uprooted trees and wind damage were streaming
in. This was also the same weekend that the Crocs Summer Regatta kicked off.

Some thirty five entries had been received with the rapidly growing IRC division having the largest entry,
followed by the smaller boats in Club Handicap Class 2, with Club Class 1 being the smallest. The concept
behind the Crocs Regatta is that it is loosely based on Antigua Week, where the parties and the racing compete
with each other in terms of hot they get. Royal Cape Yacht Club laid on the drinks, the vibe, the steel band
music and lots of lovely young ladies, but the devastating south Easter completely put paid to the shore based
activities on the first weekend.

Race Officer Matthew Thomas set a 34 mile course all along the beach past Milnerton and down to Blouberg
for the first race, which was started in about 20 knots of breeze. In the hotly contested IRC fleet there was
action aplenty. Barely 5 minutes after the start there was a port/starboard collision between “Addis in Cape”
[Alexander Monet] and “A-L” [Robbie van Rooyen]. It was nasty with A-L ending up with a sizable hole in her
port quarter, forcing them to retire from racing for the day. To their credit they had the boat repaired and ready
for relaunching by the next morning. “Addis” did a penalty turn and continued to race, only retiring later when
racing was finished.

“Crocs” [Mark Sadler] led the fleet on the long downwind run to Blouberg. The smallest boat in the IRC fleet, the
Pacer 27 Sport “Regent Express” [Trygve Roberts] came from behind and displaying outstanding downwind
speed, carved their way through most of the big boats, rounding the bottom mark with “WINDPOWER” [Rick
Nankin] and ‘PUMA UNLEASHED” [Hylton Hale]. Further back in the fleet Dave Hudson skippering the Mumm
36 “Ballyhoo Too” managed a spectacular gybe after a neat spinnaker peel which left them on their side for
several minutes and close to the shore in just 3m of depth. At that stage, the breeze had cranked up a notch to
around 26 knots.

The Pacer 27 was quickly overhauled by the big heavy boats on the upwind legs as the fleet slowly settled
down into a natural pecking order. Some of the boats started reefing as the wind crept up to the 30 knot mark.
By the time the last of the IRC boats crossed the finish line the wind was already gusting 35 knots.
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Race one was won by Windpower, followed by Crocs in 2" place and “Benba” [Dale Kushner] in 3".

In the Club Class 1 fleet “Flyer” a Beneteau FC10 [J v/d Westhuizen] won from “Spectrum” L34 [Andy James]
and in third place it was Lood Rabie’s Bavaria match 38 “Sheshisa”. There were only six entries in this
category.

But in Class 2 the competition was stiff with Vitor Medina in his Muira “Far Med” revelling in the heavy
conditions and taking 1* place from Ray Matthews (V/D Stadt 34) “Cabaray” and third place being taken by
Theuns Groenewald in his RCOD “Reaction”. Class sailed a shorter course.

The fleet was ushered towards
Granger Bay where there was
mercifully hardly any wind and
where a pleasant hour was spent
having a braai and generally easing
aching muscles and drying wet
gear. Meanwhile the cloud base
toppled over the lip of Table
Mountain indicating an increase in
wind strength for the afternoon. At
around 14h30 Race 2 was started in
35 knots gusting 40 and more on
the way. Many of the fleet retired
before the second mark had been
reached and especially so, most of
the smaller boats. In the IRC fleet
Geoff Meek, skippering the Pacer
376 “Cape Storm” hit a top speed of

23 knots in a wild surfing session [

with  spinnaker up down to

Mllnerton Only seven of the fourteen entries managed to complete race 2 with Windpower once again taking
1* place from Crocs with Corum [Jannie Reuvers] taking 3" place. In Class 2 only five yachts completed the
race, with victory again taken by Vitor medina in “Far Med” from “Reaction” and “Apricot”.

Back at the small craft basin it was all hands on deck, securing boats for the big blow which was already
reaching 50 knots by 18h00. The wind spoilt the party atmosphere, so the organisers decided to postpone
some of the fun on-shore events to the following day, but during the night the wind got worse. By Sunday
morning 09h00 the race committee wisely deC|ded to cancel racing for the day and asked competitors to return
for the final day’s racing on Wednesday 16" December. By Sunday night the worst of the storm was over
leaving yachts covered in deep dirty soot.

A-L lodged a protest against “Addis in Cape” for the port/starboard incident, but “Addis” had already retired from
the race on their return. A-L also lodged a second protest against “Addis” for changing their mainsail between
race 1 and 2. For this “Addis” was disqualified from Race 2. A-L also applied for redress and was given average
points for the regatta. Later this would turn the event on its head, as they won both the races on the
Wednesday, leaving them with two firsts and another two firsts on the redress issue.

Wednesday turned out to almost make up for the first two days with a perfect 10 knot westerly which built to
around 18 knots by mid afternoon. It was steady in direction and provided fair racing. A-L was back on the
water and looking ship shape. This is always the boat to watch and frequently turns out to be a regatta winner.
Race 3 was started near Milnerton Beach with a long windward leg up to the No.2 channel marker and a dead
downwind leg back to Milnerton. This was a fairly boring course for most competitors and not many
opportunities to make gains. The race was won by A-L with Corum and Windpower taking up 2" 4 and 3" places
respectively.

In Club Class 1 victory went to Flyer, followed by Majimoto and Spectrum. In class a pattern was developing

with Far Med once again taking 1* place from Cabaray and Reaction.

The fleet was again dispatched to Granger bay for lunch with some crews even being brave enough to take a

dip in the chilly waters of Table Bay. A fairly long course was set for the final afternoon race, which would take

the fleet to a windward mark, a reach to landfall, a run to Blouberg, a fetch to Milnerton, a beat to No.2, a run to

Milnerton, another beat to No.2 and a fetch to the finish at No.10

Crocs led the fleet around the course, but it was not enough of a lead to prevent the Farr 38 “Benba” to snatch
s place, with A-L in 2" and Windpower in 3™ place. The Pacer 27 once again displayed scintillating

downwmd speed, but could not hold the big heavy boats on the long upwind legs.

Club Class 1 was won by Flyer, from Spectrum and Sheshisa and in Club Class 2 it was once again Vitor
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medina showing his mettle with a fourth straight 1* place in Far Med, followed by Reaction and Paprika
snheaking in to take 3" place.

It was a far happier group of sailors on the terrace than a few days before. The prize giving went off smoothly
and a good party was enjoyed by everyone.

Safety at Sea

Signing In and Out

The Safety at Sea Committee remains inundated by having to deal with skippers who either fail to sign their
vessels out or who neglect to sign in.

Notwithstanding the Constitutional requirement that all skippers sign the register on departure and arrival,
continued neglect to comply has a direct impact on:

1. The RCYC’s agreement with the NPA authorities that provided vessels register their departure and
arrival at the Club, that vessels would not be required to request permission to enter and exit the port
when sailing through the harbour entrance. Unless all skippers sign, this agreement will become
vulnerable and may lead to it's withdrawal in its entirety.

2. The Office waste valuable time in verifying the location of vessels which failed to sign in on arrival,
albeit that they have returned and have tied up safely.

In order to discourage future neglect in terms of signing the register as required, the following process will be
taken against transgressors:
¢ A R200.00 fine (admission of guilt) will be levied against the respective transgressor.
¢ In addition, the skipper will receive a letter of warning from the Safety at Sea Committee.
e Failure to comply with the direction may result in the skipper appearing before the Disciplinary
Committee.
¢ In any event, the name of the skipper having failed in signing the register will be promulgated on the
Main Notice Board.

COF’s

The Outside House Committee remain determined in ensuring that all vessels moored upon RCYC moorings
have a valid COF (as required within the Club Mooring Rights Agreement). To this end, the staff go to great
lengths to communicate and remind owners of the status of their COF and the requirements required in
achieving such certification. Thankfully most owners are very conscientious and are quick to ensure
compliance.

However, the Club is bound to ensure that all moored vessels are actively used (as this is our business) and
are not left on the moorings in a derelict manner. Therefore, the Club regrettably continues to take required
action against those vessels who simply do not comply, which will soon lead to some vessels being removed
from our moorings. Owners are respectfully urged to ensure that all vessels meet the required safety standards
as set by the national regulatory body, SAMSA.

Further to this, vessels confined to harbour may not leave the basin unless fully certified. As indicated, the
Water-Police have every right to request certification from any vessel sailing out of the RCYC.

Important Notes for Members

An Important Notice to all Yacht and Mooring Owners:

Mooring Insurance

On or about the 13" December 2009, while entering the SCB an unidentified vessel caused damage to a
number of yachts moored within the H — J channel. Notwithstanding the fact that this skipper neglected to
approach the effected owners with an explanation or apology for the incident, but he/she subversively
undertook to effect repairs to one of the effected vessels without the knowledge of the owner.

If any skipper is aware of the incident or is able to provide a lead as to who may have caused the damage,
I'd appreciate a short (confidential) mail in this regard.

If vessels are damaged while either on the RCYC moorings or during transit within the SCB, Waterloo
Underwriters will process any claim related to the damage/repairs. However, such processing will only
commence once a_minimum of two quotes has been received. Further to this, owners must allow
sufficient time for the assessors to inspect any/all damage. Owners who choose to repair any damage prior
to authorisation from the Insurers may be at risk of the Insurer not covering the costs.

Any intent on claiming for damages must be made known to the yacht club Marina Manager and the General
Manager prior to any paperwork being processed.
