At the moment the maintenance crew have been busy changing planking on marinas, due to the prolonged 

and hot temperatures we are experiencing a lot of shrinkage and warping of the old wood that has been used, 

monitoring the new wood we are using seems to be standing up to these conditions. 

 

New marina numbers have been ordered and will soon be placed on the marinas, we are looking at alternative 

places to mount these numbers, we ask yacht owners to please not place fenders over the new numbers. 

 

The club is embarking on a large project of replacing approximately 8 main marinas and 8 fingers, this we 

estimate should be complete by June 2012. 

 

Surprisingly, the hard was busy over this period as well, with 200 crane lifts totalling some 1075 tons. 

 

A big clean-up is been undertaken on the hard and surrounding areas, we have found a lot of items that we 

would like to disperse of, namely roller fullers, sails, masts, etc, would members please contact the Marina 

Office in connection with items they have stored on the hard. 

 

There have been a few changes in the Outside Staff, we are pleased to announce that Moegamat Abrahams 

has been promoted to Hard Supervisor, he has been with the club for 5 years working on the hard and is a 

qualified crane operator and holds a skippers ticket. 

 

Clayton Zeeman who dived for the club on a casual basis has now been permanently employed as Marina 

Supervisor, he will be responsible for the maintenance on marinas as well as continuing his diving 

responsibilities. 

 

Over the December/January period we have had a fair amount of visiting yachts from many countries who 

have expressed their delight and friendliness of our club which says a lot for our staff.

protection and for the protection of the boat alongside of you,

3. COF's why wait for the office to remind you? please be proactive, after all it is your responsibility, 
4. Boat insurance requirements.... liability cover is compulsory, Please send your declaration 

(http://www.rcyc.co.za/index.html) to Diane who will update your file....  

5. Once your current COF expires you will be required to obtain a "D" as a minimum requirement (as per 
Bye-law). 

6. Summer winds are on their way.......... secure your boat..... correctly. Your boat, your investment, look 
after it! 

7. The club’s outside house staff will  be removing all old and dysfunctional fendering and lines from the 
moorings – make sure yours is in a good state of repair.

Thursday.
