The Second Round of the Puma Twilight Series was sailed yesterday in difficult conditions, with light winds.  
We went to the Bridge well prepared with a variety of courses. Luckily, at about 17h30, a 10 to 15 knot southerly came 
through, blowing right down past No 2 mark. Each of the 3 Divisions had different courses although very similar. After 
about 30 minutes of racing the wind died and variable winds of under 5knots, brought the fleet slowly drifting back to the 
bridge hut. At this stage, with the fleet becalmed in front of us, we decided to shorten the course, (with all boats set to go 
to the PE mark, to No 8,  and then the Finish, it was relatively easy). Two Long sound signals were made and an “S” flag 
hoisted. On the radio, we announced the words, “Shorten Course! All fleets are to omit the last rounding of No 8 buoy”. 
After repeating the shortened course, and no response from the fleet, we noticed 8 boats still sailing the wrong course. 
We repeatedly called them on the radio to advise them, none responded. Still, more than 40 yachts managed to handle 
the shortening course instructions and finish. 
 
 It appears we had a technical communication break with our main radio on the bridge and the fleet, so we will be 
attending to that immediately.  
 
We ask all yachts to maintain and stricter radio watch in the event of shortening courses.

Report from Di Hutton-Squire 
 
After a most difficult leg 2 of the Global Ocean Race Nick Leggatt and Phillippa 
Hutton-Squire are now in Wellington fixing the boat, Phesheya-racing, and 
preparing for the third leg to Punta del Este in Uruguay. There were quite a few 

things to fix but now that there is only just over a week to go before the start of Leg 3 on 29th January all jobs 
are under way. The largest job was dropping out the keel for a half-way check as there had been a little water 
in the bottom of the boat. As I write it is out and the keel bolts have been replaced and the top fared off and 
dropped back in for fitting yesterday. So now it is out again for final fitting. Each time the keel is moved it

requires a forklift and/or crane to do the job but Hakes Marine is one of the most specialised boat yards in the 
world and at present are building many of the prototype cats for the NZ AC campaign so we are confident that 
our small simple keel repair will be done quickly and efficiently! The self-steering ram will be put back in place 
with a stronger fitting and we are negotiating new radar as we had serious damage to the last one in Cook 
Strait on entering Wellington. 
It has just been announced that on Leg 2 there was a MOB off the coast of South Is NZ. Sam Goodchild, 
partner to Conrad Coleman on Cessna Citation fell overboard during a sail change. The wind had got up very 
quickly and he left his food downstairs for a quick sail drop and an exceptionally big wave swept him off the 
foredeck. Conrad saw him being swept past the cockpit and quickly threw a heaving line which Sam just 
couldn’t reach. Conrad quickly pressed the MOB button and threw the dan buoy, but unfortunately the lack of 
one sheet on the headsail meant that it took him a while to tack the boat and they lost sight of each other, 
but good seamanship meant that Conrad worked his way back to the original position. Meanwhile Sam had no 
buoyancy and his full gear was weighing him down so he sensibly took off one piece of protective clothing 
after another starting with his boots. Then he cut the cap with its reflective tape off his jacket with , his knife 
and started waving it. After about 20 minutes Conrad saw the flash of green, as it was slowly getting dark, and 
threw Sam the horseshoe flotation while he circled in to pick him up. The experience of both skippers here, 
Conrad from teaching skippers and Sam from his Artemis courses have proved invaluable. 
But Phesheya is not the only boat doing repairs and alterations. Cessna one of the new Akiliaria RC2 boats is 
having strengthening done in the bow. The stringers are being beefed up after the difficult seas on the last leg, 
boats are being repainted, checked, sails repaired, as quite a few were damaged in the variable, unpredictable 
winds experienced. Fortunately freeze-dried food is made in NZ so stocking up for the rest of the race is being 
done here.
